Water quality monitoring program managed by
Colorado Parks and Wildlife (CPW)

3 Fountain Creek Water Sentinels “Stream Teams”
collect water samples from separate sites on the
Fountain Creek — in Manitou Springs, Fountain,
and Pueblo

Our “Chemistry Team” analyzes the samples and
collects and records data to be sent to CPW

Citizen scientists gather data on the flora and fauna present in the Fountain
Creek Watershed in the form of photographed observations

Photos are uploaded to the national database
where experts from across the country identify
observations

positive identifications, along with other criteria,
qualify observations to be categorized as
“research grade”

We currently have 238 research grade
observations of 158 species




Major Issues:
o PFAS (perfluoroalkyl substance) contamination in Fountain Creek and associated
aquifers
=  Peterson AFB in Colorado Springs identified as the source of drinking water
contamination
e 5 water districts= over 70,000 impacted residents
e Currently in CERCLA process phase of “remedial investigation” —
awaiting funding
e FCWS seeks to address on-going PFAS contamination by addressing the
pathways to exposure. i.e. toxic firefighting foam
o HB19-1297
o Future legislative action to address PFAS in fast food packaging,
outdoor clothing, etc.
e Needed actions:
o Testing of Fountain Creek and the Fountain Creek Alluvial
Aquifer to determine migration of PFAS.
= Colorado College study: migration north and south
along Fountain Creek with pockets of higher
concentrations due to the geomorphology of the creek.
o Studies to determine human and wildlife health impacts
= (C8 study results identify 6 health impacts: testicular
cancer, kidney cancer, thyroid disease, ulcerative colitis,
high cholesterol, pregnancy-induced hypertension
o Pressure on public health departments, CDPHE, Colorado
WQCD, EPA to monitor and water sample Fountain Creek and
aquifers.
o Coal Combustion Residuals AKA coal ash
= Clear Spring Ranch: CSU landfill for coal ash from Drake and Nixon power plants
e Sierra Club and Center for Biological Diversity have asked CSU to
address the incorrectly placed upgradient monitoring wells at the
landfill.
o Downgradient wells show significant increase in boron, fluoride,
and selenium.
e Needed Actions:
o Pressure on CSU to fix the monitoring wells
o Address the issue of coal ash residuals leaking into the Fountain
Creek Alluvial Aquifer
o True North Commons Development
= Expanded concept of the USAFA Visitor Center to a full-blown complex with
hotels, office space, retail center, skydiving center, etc.
e Master plan goes well beyond original intention of CAC.
e Impact to critical habitat — endangered species
e |mpact to Monument Creek from impervious surfaces.
e Subsequent impact to Fountain Creek
